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Welcome!

Course Description: Students in Television Journalism will learn script writing, feature writing, storyboard writing, anchoring, TV interviewing and reporting skills. These journalism students are responsible for the production of a short daily television show, including the writing, reporting, and production of the show.  In addition to producing the daily announcements students will continue to expand their journalistic, interviewing, and speaking skills.  They will write write human interest and public service announcements.  In short, TV Journalism students are working as anchors, reporters, writers, editors, camera operators, and technicians.

Plagiarism/Cheating:

Plagiarism is a serious offense and has consequences.  It involves copying words or ideas without giving credit to the source.  It also includes copying another student’s work.  No credit will be given if plagiarism/cheating occur. 
The use of a cell phone/unauthorized electronic device during a period where an assessment is given (test, quiz, etc…) will be considered cheating regardless of the intention, resulting in a zero for the assessment and a referral to the office for possible disciplinary action.
